County Judge, Mike Brown, called the meeting to order at 8:34AM

D. Approved Verizon’s request to install Communication line in the County right-of-way in 
Precinct 2. (Recorded with these minutes) 

E. Approved additions of road signs to the inventory of Tom Green County. (Recorded with 
these minutes). 

F. Accepted the Solid Waste Report for September as a matter of record.  (Recorded with 
these minutes). 

G. Recognized Gary Rommelfanger – Tom Green County Veterans Service Officer- Re-
election as Judge Advocate. 

H. Accepted the Extension Service Monthly Schedule of Travel as a matter of record.  
(Recorded with these minutes). 

All voted in favor. 

Herb Straach- Templeton Construction – reported to the Court that Willow was installing doors 
and finishing up some of their work.  Thanks to Judge Brown and Kenny Burns, we will not have 
to wait until December for the 5 locks needed to finish up the cells in Phase II-A.   Phase II-A 
should be ready to have prisoners transferred in by Thanksgiving. 
The welding on the columns will be finished up this week and the plumbing finished by next 
week.  The street barricades are ready to be moved.  The painting and electrical work is going 
again on Phase III.  They will be starting to add more dry walls and framing rooms.  After the 
prisoners are moved into Phase II-A, then the demolition can be done on Phase II-B and the rest of 
the bottom floor.  At that time the dry walls will be started in that Phase. 
 
At the Roy K. Robb Post Adjudication Center they are doing the cabinet work.   
 
Herb Hooker – SK Engineering- presented a replat of Block 5 in the Nelson Subdivision.  
All letters to adjacent owners have been sent from the County Clerk’s office and the 
Publisher’s Affidavit has been returned to the County Clerk.  The lots are receiving 
Millersview – Doole  water .  
 
Commissioner Bookter moved to accept the replat of Block 5 in the Nelson 
Subdivision as presented.  Commissioner Friend seconded the motion and all voted 
in favor. 
 
Phil Lane, addressed the Court on behalf of Bill Collins- Chairman of the Library Board-  
to request the reappointment of five members to the Library Board for a 2 year term, 
ending  September 30, 2003.

 Position is for a two year term to end September 30, 2003.  Motion was seconded by 
Commissioner Weeks and all voted in favor.  
 
Rob Specht – Information Technology- reported that he is leaving the County with mixed 
emotions because of the nice people he had met while being here.  He reported that a new 
print server has been installed and is working well.  The old one is being kept for the 
parts.  The Web server has been rebuilt with 2  new 18 GB SCSI drives.  The Judicial 
Search Site has been suspended until an AG opinion can be obtained regarding the 
privacy of driver’s license numbers and other personal information.  A second DIGI-link 
fiber adapter has been lost from the most recent electrical storm.  One had been lost from 
the previous electrical storm and both were in the jail.  Regarding the breakdown 
comparison cost for the hardware to be used in the County Clerk’s proposal for an 
imaging system, the difference in cost would be a minimal  difference because of the 
proposed vendor’s discount and the added cost of shipping from a different vendor. 
 
The Court expressed their regrets in Rob leaving, but wished him well with his renewed 
career as a pilot.

Motion was seconded by Commissioner Weeks and all voted in favor.  (Bids recorded 
with these minutes.) 
 
Judge Brown moved to accept the Auditor’s initial report for September, 2001 as 
presented.  Commissioner Easingwood seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  
(Recorded with these minutes) 
 
Sheriff Hunt explained to the Court that the transport company, that had been picking up 
prisoners from out of state, was going out of business and the Sheriff’s Deputies are now 
having to travel out of state to transport prisoners. 
 
Judge Brown moved to raise the petty cash fund in the Jail to $1500.00 and raise the 
petty cash fund for the Sheriff’s Office to $500.00.  Motion was seconded by 
Commissioner Friend and all voted in favor. 
 
Commissioner Weeks moved to approve the purchase of an imaging system for the 
County Clerk’s  Office from the Software Group at a price of $55,215.76 to be paid 
from Management and Preservation funds and not out of tax revenue.  Motion was 
seconded by Commissioner Friend and the vote was 4 for with Judge Brown 
abstaining. 
 
Judge Brown moved to approve the Treasurer’s monthly report for September, 
2001 as presented.  Commissioner Easingwood seconded the motion and all voted in 
favor. 
 
Commissioner Friend moved to adopt the amended Tom Green County “Order 
Prohibiting the Keeping of Wild Animals”  to add more animals to be in  
compliance with House Bill 1326.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Weeks 
and all voted in favor. 
 
Judge Brown moved to incorporate the new amendment to Section 3 to reflect the 
Commissioners’ Court  approval of  increasing fees for County Food Order Permits 
and to be retroactive to October 1, 2001.   

Commissioner Easingwood commented on the TX Dot guidelines for applications, filing 
and fees adopted within our regulations and the concern of certain utility companies 
regarding the time line between the Courts’ regular meetings.  There was no further 
discussion or action on  the Tom Green County Subdivision and Manufactured Home 
Rental Community Development Regulations.    

 There were no line item transfers.  
  
Future Agenda Items: 

1. Abandonment of undeveloped County Roads.  
Announcement: 

1. Jessie Harper- new member of CVCOG- presented flyers regarding 
prevention of Auto Theft and offered her services for presenting 
programs to various groups and organizations.  Ms. Harper 
reported to the Court that in the last 3 years has increased 5% and 
therefore CVCOG saw the need for new prevention programs to be 
presented. 



2. Judge Brown announced that the closing on the paperwork for the 
Shaver Building (located within the same block as the new Justice 
Building) would be taking place on Wednesday.  Commissioner 
Easingwood wished to go on record as being opposed to this 
purchase.
