"Bylaws" shall mean and refer to the Bylaws of the Association, as adopted
and amended from time to time in accordance with the provisions thereof.

"Charges" shall mean and refer to charges imposed against an Owner delinquent in the
payment of histher/its Assessments, including, but not limited to the "fines" as described
in Article IV, Section 41 hereof.

"Class A Member" shall mean each Owner of a Plot.
"Class B Member” shall mean Developer.

"Developer" shall mean and refer to LIPAN DEVELOPMENT COMPANY,
LLC, a Texas Limited Liability Company, or any entity which may be
assigned the rmghts of Developer pursuant to a written assignment executed
by the then present Developer and recorded in the Records. In addition, in
the event an entity obtains title to all of the Plots then owned by Developer as
a result of foreclosure of any mortgage or deed in lieu thereof, such entity
may elect t¢ become Developer by a written election recorded in the Records.
No Person merely purchasing one or more Plots from LIPAN
DEVELOPMENT COMPANY, LLC, or its successor or assigns, in the
ordinary course of business shall be considered a "Developer.”

"Development Period" shall mean a period commencing on the date of the
recording of these covenants and restrictions in the Records and continuing
thereafter until and ending on the earlier of (a) the date of the sale by
Developer of the last Plot owned by Developer, (b) the date Developer
