ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT

MADE AND ENTERED INTOBY AND BETWEEN TOM GREEN COUNTY/COMMUNITY
OF CHRISTOVAL hereinafter called the "Owner", and JACOB & MARTIN, LTD. of Abilene, Texas,

hereinafier called the Engineer.
RECITALS

TOM GREEN COUNTY/COMMUNITY OF CHRISTOVAL intends to perform water system
improvements to is current system. The Engineer will prepare plans and specifications for construction of
the facilities, prepare cost estimates and displays, and perform other engineering and related services for
the Owner to construct the facilities.

CONTRACTUAL UNDERTAKINGS

SECTION I - EMPLOYMENT OF ENGINEER

The Owner agrees to employ the Engineer, and the Engineer agrees to perform the professional
services in connection with the project as stated in the Sections to follow; and for having rendered such
services, the Owner agrees to pay the Engineer compensation as stated in Sections to follow.

SECTION Il - CHARACTER AND EXTENT OF SERVICES

The Engineer shall render the following professional services necessary for the development of the
project. ‘

A. Design Phase:

(1)  The Engineer shall establish the scope of the project and advise the Owner of any soil and
foundation investigations or any special surveys or testing which, in the opinion of the
Engineer, may be required for proper execution of the project and arrange with the Owner
for the conduction of such investiggtipns and tests. (The Performance of soil investigations
is not a part of the Engineer’s Basic 8ervites, and compensation therefor is not included in

the Basic Charge.)

(2)  The Engineer shall furnish to the Owner, where required by the circumstances of the
assignment, the engineering data necessary for applications for routine permits by local,
state and federal authorities (as distinguished from detailed application and supporting
documents for government grant-in-aid, or for planning advances).

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(3)  Perform field surveys to collect information, which in the opinion of the Engineer, is
required for the design of the project. This service is not part of the Engineer’s Basic
Services, and compensation therefore is not included in the Basic Service Charge.
Compensation for Surveying shall be made on an hourly basis as outlined in Section VI

of this Agreement.

(4)  Prepare detailed specifications, contract drawings and plans for construction of facilities
as approved in the ORCA Grant. These designs shall in all respects combine the
application of sound engineering principles with a high degree of economy, and shall be
submitted to the applicable state and federal agencies for approval.

(5)  Prepare detailed cost estimates and proposals of authorized construction, which shall
include summaries of bid items and quantities which will be based wherever practical on
the unit price system of bidding. The Engineer shall not be required to guarantee the ac-
curacy of these estimates.

(6)  Furnish to the Owner all necessary copies of approved plans, specifications, notices to
bidders and proposals.

Construction Phase:
(1)  Assist Owner in the advertisement of the project for bids.

(2)  Assist the owner in the opening and tabulation of bids for construction of the project, and
make recommendations to the Owner for the proper action on all proposals received.

(3)  Assistin the preparation of formal Contract Documents for the construction of the project.

(4)  Make periodic visits to the site (as distinguished from the continuous services of a Resident
Project Representative described in subparagraph (6) to observe the progress and quality
of the executed work and to determine in general if the work is proceeding in accordance
with the Contract Documents. In performing this service, the Engineer will not be required
to make exhaustive or continuous on-site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the
work or material; he will not be responsible or liable in any degree for the Contractor's
failure to perform the work in accordance with the Contract Documents. During visits to
the construction site and on the basis of the Engineer's on-site observations as an
experienced and qualified design professional, he will keep the Owner informed of the
extent of the progress of the work, and advise the Owner of material or substantial defects
and deficiencies in the work of the contractors which are discovered by the Engineer or
brought to his attention in the course of construction, and may, on behalf of the Owner,
exercise whatever rights the Owner may have to disapprove work and materials as failing
to conform to the Contract Documents.

(10) Review contract drawings with the assistance of the Resident Project Representative to
show the work as actually constructed. Furnish one set of prints of these revised drawings

to the Owner.
(11) PROJECT MAPPING/DESIGN INFORMATION AND COPYRIGHT

1. The Contractor shall receive and maintain a copy of the final project record
drawing(s) engineering schematic(s), as constructed using funds under this contract.
These maps shall be provided in digital format containing the source map data
